Three years ago, Tawatchai Sanoun stepped away from the structured world of corporate
life, where he had long worked in human resources, to fully embrace the uncertainties
of life on the road. What began as a personal quest for renewal soon transformed into
a purpose-driven mission: to share unvarnished stories, insightful travel tips, and
raw imagery from his explorations. Now followed by over a million people, his digital
chronicle - the Facebook page HR watAgo (HRCheckinThailand) - is far more than
a travelogue.

Delving into history is perhaps the
most enriching way to acquaint yourself
with an unfamiliar city. In Guangzhou,
the ideal point of departure is the
Guangdong Museum (Tues-Sun : 09:00-
17:00 | gdmuseum.com), a state-of-the-art
institution with a striking multilayered
design inspired by traditional Cantonese
ivory puzzle balls. Once inside this
architectural marvel, you can easily
spend a couple of hours exploring the
sprawling collection of regional artifacts,
from rare antiques and ethnographic
treasures to dinosaur fossils. Admission
is free, making it accessible to all.

A short walk away sits the Guangzhou
Opera House (en.gzdjy.org), the largest
performing arts venue in Southern China,
designed by the late Zaha Hadid. Its
undulating, futuristic silhouette stands
as a testament to both architectural
audacity and cultural aspiration. On
a clear day, it also doubles as one of the
city’s most photogenic spots.

These two sites are both in Zhujiang
New Town, a gleaming financial district
defined by iconic skyscrapers like
the CTF Finance Centre. Just a short
stroll from here brings you to a scenic
riverside viewpoint overlooking the
Pearl River. From this vantage point, you
can enjoy a striking view of the iconic
Canton Tower — one of Guangzhou’s
most recognizable and architecturally
distinctive landmarks - soaring into the
clouds on the opposite bank.

Head to the IFC (International Finance
Center Building) for a Michelin-starred
lunch at Tao Tao Ju (daily 10:00-16:30,
17:30-22:00), a dim sum restaurant
with a history dating back to 1880.
Signature dishes include the century-old

Your final day unfolds along Line 6
of the metro, which connects some
of Guangzhou’s most captivating
landmarks.

It remains one of the largest and most
historically significant Catholic churches
in China.

From here, venture into Dongshankou,
a former enclave of early 20"-century
Western-style mansions that has
been transformed into a hip, creative
neighborhood. These restored villas
house chic cafés, indie fashion stores,
and offbeat galleries. Popular with the
city’s youth, Dongshankou is also home
to the beloved Crispy Dog Bakery, which
is known for its savory-sweet bagels and

The Laem Son - Pak Nam Kra Buri - Pak Khlong Kaper wetland
complex is more than a destination - it is a living testament
to what is possible when conservation, education, and
tourism align.

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For those wishing to discover the well-hidden tranquil side of
busy Bangkok, a morning or afternoon at Khlong Bang Luang
will not disappoint. Once a vital offshoot of the Chao Phraya
River, this canal (“khlong” in Thai means canal) used to be
an important thoroughfare for trade and daily life, leading
generations of families to settle along its banks. Today, the
stretch of Khlong Bang Luang between two temples, Wat
Kamphaeng Bang Chak and Wat Khuhasawan, has evolved
into a beloved destination for Thais and international visitors
alike — particularly those with an appreciation for local art,
traditional architecture, and the quiet poetry of everyday life
by the water.

Full of cultural depth, this community is a place where echoes
of old Bangkok warm the heart. Lining the canal are rows
of weathered wooden shophouses showcasing the elegant
simplicity of classic Thai design. These historic buildings now
house an eclectic array of souvenir boutiques, art galleries,
nostalgic cafés, traditional barbershops, and antique stores.
Inviting leisurely exploration and discovery at every turn, and
easily reached from Bangkok’s city center, Khlong Bang Luang
is a place where heritage and creativity coexist in perfect
harmony — an open-air museum of living culture, waiting to
be experienced.

ARTISTRY FLOWS AT BAAN SILAPIN

At the heart of the community lies Baan Silapin, a homey
two-story wooden house turned art center. On the ground
floor, you will find a cozy café and a curated selection of local
artworks and crafts. Known in English as the Artist’s House,
this creative space also serves as a workshop venue where
guests can try their hand at beaded jewelry-making, canvas
painting, or adorning ceramic and plaster objects with vivid
acrylics. The second floor, meanwhile, functions as a tranquil
gallery narrating the history and cultural identity of Khlong
Bang Luang through artful displays and archival photographs.

HOME OF HANDS-ON ACTIVITIES

Another house known as Baan Phueng Silp is the perfect spot
to indulge in some creative pursuits while seeking refuge
from the midday heat. Whether you prefer painting glass or
wooden signs, crafting personalized phone cases, making
stylish hairclips, or stringing delicate necklaces, this airy,
welcoming space offers myriad ways to express your artistic
flair. It is not only a lesson in craft traditions but also a deeply
meditative experience.

SUPPORT LOCAL ARTISANS

If DIY arts and crafts are not your forte, immerse yourself in
the vibrant offerings of local artisans instead. Sanae Sheeva’s
elegant line drawings, which are available as framed artworks
or postcards, capture the spirit of canalside life. At OK Bang
Luang Art Canal, the stone-bead jewelry for sale is handcrafted
by the artist herself. Whilst meandering through the alleyways,
you will encounter painters and craftspeople eager to share
the fruits of their creativity.

DINING WITH A VIEW

Few pleasures rival the simple joy of a delicious meal by the
water. Baan Plern Jitt, a charming eatery with a laid back
riverfront ambiance, is renowned for its take on the classic
Pad Thai - offered with unexpected twists such as macaroni
or glass noodles. Savor your dish while seated on the wooden
deck, legs dangling above the canal, as a cool breeze carries
whispers of the past. For those willing to cross the water,
PaLek’s shop offers hearty bowls of Guay Jup (Teochew noodle
soup) and Pad Thai topped with fresh, succulent prawns.

A JOURNEY BY LONGTAIL BOAT

To fully appreciate the rhythm of life on the water, board
a traditional longtail boat for a journey along Bang Luang
Canal and into Phasi Charoen Canal. Departing from either
Wat Kamphaeng Pier or Wat Khuhasawan Pier, this 30-minute
private boat ride (starting from 300 Baht per person) unveils
a world that has endured for generations — weathered timber
homes, children splashing at the water’s edge, and elders
tending to riverbank gardens. A highlight of the route is the
majestic Big Buddha at Wat Pak Nam Phasi Charoen, a towering
golden statue that gazes serenely over the canal.

In the early hours or as the sun begins to dip, don’t be surprised
if you are greeted by one of the area’s more elusive inhabitants
—large water monitor lizards can often be spotted basking near
the piers. This protected species has become a favorite subject
for spontaneous photo ops. .«

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Grindelwald

A haven for adventure, guided by ecology

Reachable by train from Zurich in under three hours,
Grindelwald lies nestled amidst the iconic, towering
peaks of Eiger and Monch. This idyllic village beckons
both seasoned skiers and nature lovers in search of
crisp mountain air. Adrenaline-seekers can ascend to
Grindelwald First, an adventure zone that features the
First Flyer, an exhilarating zipline reaching speeds of up
to 84 km/h over 800 meters, and the vertigo-inducing First
Cliff Walk, a 45-meter steel walkway suspended high above
the valley floor. After the thrill, unwind aboard the Eiger
Express, a state-of-the-art cable car offering breathtaking
vistas of snow-capped ridges.

While it welcomes
guests all year round, winter transforms the region into a
skier’s paradise with over 300 kilometers of groomed trails
across Corviglia, Corvatsch, Diavolezza, and Lagalb. Beyond
the slopes, St. Moritz plays host to THE ICE (International
Concours of Elegance): a prestigious showcase of classic
automobiles staged on the frozen surface of Lake St. Moritz,
returning from January 30-31, 2026.
